Workshop leaders: Jean-Charles Yaïch

This workshop will take the form of an open studio exploring a range of media and means of 
self-expression. Under the leadership of Jean-Charles Yaïch, a French artist and teacher with 
many years of experience in his home city of Paris, students will be guided to discover styles 
and approaches that best enable them to communicate their creative concepts. The workshop 
will include drawing and painting and will incorporate demonstrations and exercises in both 
traditional techniques and experimental media and application, according to the individual 
needs of the students.  
In particular, Jean Charles will work on: 

-       The choice of a subject 
-       The creation and concept of a painting 
-       The choice of material 
-       Collage 
-       The preparation of a painting 
-       Techniques of oil painting 
-       Glaze 

This workshop is useful for beginners, students with some previous experience and for those 
artists who are looking to extend their skills and/or redirect their studio practice.
